Target Audience, Needs, Objectives

Target Audience: 
The medical specialists who are responsible for diagnosis, treatment, rehabilitation, and compensation of patients with traumatic brain injury: emergency medicine; neurology; neurosurgery; radiology; physical medicine and rehabilitation; pain and sleep management; and, psychiatry.

Other professions: Psychology (neuropsychology; clinical psychology; rehabilitation; health psychology; child psychology); Nursing; Chiropractic; Dentistry; Physical therapists; Speech pathologists.

Needs: The Postconcussive Syndrome (PCS), or its components, are often overlooked, misdiagnosed or undetected. Symptoms have an extensive traumatic etiology: Somatic; cerebral, spinal cord, peripheral nerve. It has a variable course of outcome (ranging from early full recovery to long term chronicity), and degenerative conditions. PCS is expressed by a variety of neurobehavioral dysfunctions (neurological, cognitive, psychiatric, somatic), comorbidity with PTSD, pre-existing conditions, symptom exaggeration or malingering, factitious disorder, or hysteria.

Lyme disease is a rapidly expanding, contagious disease with symptoms that overlap traumatic brain injury and other neurological conditions. Effective diagnosis and treatment is an objective of the presentation.

Learning Objectives:

· Participants will learn a variety of diagnostic procedures that address a wide range of accident-related trauma, thus reducing the likelihood of ignoring injury or mis-attributing its consequences. 

· Participants will learn treatment options for a range of head-injury entities, including frontal lobe and psychiatric disorders, visual defects, and cognitive deficiencies, attribute a wide range of PCS symptoms to their correct traumatic cerebral and somatic etiology, and thus develop appropriate treatment plans. 

· Participants will select diagnostic procedures to differentiate Lyme Disease from TBI and neurological conditions, leading to appropriate treatment and referrals.
